2018 Scholarship Guidelines

1. Applicant must be a resident of Crawford County and have shown swine (hogs) at the Crawford County Fair.

2. Applicant must submit three (3) letters of recommendation. Letters should be included with the application.

3. Applicant must be a high school senior.

5. Applicant must submit the most recent high school transcript. Transcript must be included with the application.

6. Applicant must demonstrate leadership potential through extracurricular activities and work experiences.

7. Applicant must also demonstrate a need for financial assistance.

8. Applications must be returned to the Crawford County Swine Inc. committee and be postmarked by April 1, 2018 to be
considered.

9. The Crawford County Swine Inc. Committee will review applications and all applicants will be notified regarding the committee’s
decision by mail by April 15, 2018. Scholarship recipient will be honored during the awards ceremony at the recipients’ High School.
10. Crawford County Swine Inc. will give (2) $250 scholarships for the 2017-2018 school year.

11. Scholarships will be payable during the calendar year 2018. To redeem scholarship, recipients must provide Crawford County

Swine Inc. with proof of college enroliment. Funds for scholarships will be sent directly to the recipients’ institution.

Involvement — 20 points; Community Involvement — 15 points; Financial Need — 10 points; General Impression — 10 points and

Scholarship/Academic — 5 points.
